The following is an approximate time scale for the passage of legislation regarding the provision of safety sports in Ireland:





Publishing of the Bill in late October early November.


Second stage, two to three weeks after its publication, the Bill will be debated in the Dail.


Third stage, three to four weeks after its debate in the Dail, the Bill is forwarded to the relevant committee (Committee Stage), where the fine detail and amendments are proposed.


Fourth stage, the Reporting Stage when the bill is returned to the Dail for final debate.


The Bill will then be passed to the Seanad, possibly in late January early February, for further debate and possibly then returned to the Dail.


The final stage involves the passing of the Bill by the President, possibly by February or March.





If the Bill passes all of these stages it becomes an act, however commencement does not begin until such time as it is signed by the Minister.  There may be a phased commencement to allow for the appointment of a Director of the Authority.
